Sealed bids for the purchase of real property known as Union Station Air Rights in Washington, D.C., described in this Invitation for Bids, will be received until 2:00 p.m., local time in Washington, D.C., May 7, 2002, and then publicly opened in the Business Service Center, Room 1065 of the General Services Administration (GSA) Regional Office Building, 301 7th Street, S.W., Washington, D.C. 20407.  

Bids for the property must be in compliance with the provisions of this Invitation for Bids, including:

DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY
General Description:

The property consists of approximately 14.96 acres of air rights above the tracks of the National Railroad Passenger Corporation (Amtrak) adjacent to and north of Union Station in Washington, D.C.  The air rights begin at an elevation of 80 feet (1929 USGS) and are comprised of three parcels legally described below and extending from the north side of Union Station and its parking garage to K Street, N.E.   

Parcel #1 is located immediately north of the eastern side of Union Station and east of the existing Union Station parking garage.  The combined area of the air rights south of H Street, N.E., (Parcel #1 and Parcel #2) is approximately 6.18 acres.  Parcel #3 contains approximately 8.79 acres of air rights extending northward from H Street, N.E., to K Street, N.E., and abuts the existing right-of-way for the Metrorail Red Line of the Washington Metropolitan Area Transit Authority.  No rights over, under, or upon H Street, N.E., are included in the property.  

Also included in the sale is an easement abutting the east edge of Parcel #1 south of H Street, N.E.  See paragraph 6 of the Special Terms of Sale.   

The property is being offered for sale as a single entity; bids for any parcel or for anything less than the entire property will be rejected and will not receive any consideration.

INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS

1) Bid Form

a) Bids must be submitted in duplicate on the Bid Form accompanying this Invitation for Bids, and all information and certifications called for thereon must be furnished.  Bids submitted in any other manner or which fail to furnish all information or certifications required may be summarily rejected.  While telegraphic bids will not be considered, bids may be modified or withdrawn by telegram prior to the time fixed in this Invitation for Bids for the opening of bids.

b) Bids shall be filled out legibly with all erasures, strikeovers, and corrections initialed by the person signing the bid and the bid must be manually signed.

c) Bids withdrawn after award will result in forfeiture of any and all bid deposit.  

d) Bidders must timely submit all required documentation as specified in this Invitation for Bids.

2) Bid Envelopes

a) Envelopes containing bids must be sealed and addressed to the bid receiving office stated in the Invitation for Bids.  The name and address of the bidder must be shown in the upper left corner of the bid envelope and the Invitation number, the date and hour of bid opening, and the phrase “Bid for Real Property” must be shown in the lower left corner of the envelope, along with the date and time of the bid opening and the number of this Invitation for Bids, WPR-02-001.  No responsibility will attach to any officer of the Government for the premature opening of, or failure to open, a bid not properly addressed and identified.

3) Late Bids, Modification of Bids, or Withdrawal of Bids

a) Bidders are responsible for submitting bids, and any modifications or withdrawals, so as to reach the Government office designated in this Invitation for Bids by the time specified herein.

b) Any bid, modification or withdrawal received at the Government office designated in the Invitation for Bids after the exact time specified for receipt of bids is "late" and will not be considered unless it is received before award is made, the Contracting Officer determines that accepting the late bid would not unduly delay the award; and there is acceptable evidence to establish that it was received at the Government installation designated for receipt of bids and was under the Government's control prior to the time set for receipt of bids.

c) However, a late modification of an otherwise successful bid that makes its terms more favorable to the Government, will be considered at any time it is received and may be accepted.

d) Acceptable evidence to establish the time of receipt at the Government installation includes the time/date stamp of that installation on the bid wrapper, other documentary evidence of receipt maintained by the installation, or oral testimony or statements of Government personnel.

e) If an emergency or unanticipated event interrupts normal Government processes so that bids cannot be received at the Government office designated for receipt of bids by the exact time specified in the Invitation for Bids and urgent Government requirements preclude amendment of the Invitation for Bids, the time specified in the solicitation on the first work day on which normal Government processes resume.

f) Bids may be withdrawn by written notice received at any time before the exact time set for receipt of bids.  A bid may be withdrawn in person by a bidder or its authorized representative if, before the exact time set for receipt of bids, the identity of the person requesting withdrawal is established and the person signs a receipt for the bid.

4) Bid Executed on Behalf of Bidder

a) A bid may be executed by an attorney or agent on behalf of the bidder if the Bid Form is accompanied by an authenticated copy of the attorney or agent’s Power of Attorney or other evidence of authority to act on behalf of the bidder.

b) Corporation:  If the bidder is a corporation, the Certificate of Corporate Bidder must be completed and signed under the corporate seal by some duly authorized officer of the corporation other than the officer signing the bid.    In addition, the bidder shall submit a Corporate Resolution or Informal Action authorizing the bid and name(s) of corporate employee(s) with authority to execute bid documents on behalf of the corporation.  

c) Partnership:  If the bidder is a partnership, the bidder shall submit a copy of the Partnership Agreement, specifying the partner(s) with authority to execute bid documents on behalf of the partnership. 

d) Joint Venture:  If the bidder is a joint venture, the bidder shall submit a copy of the joint venture agreement specifying name(s) of the individual(s) with authority to execute bid documents on behalf of the joint venture. 

5) Bid Deposit

a) Each bid must be accompanied by a bid deposit of not less than Two Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars ($250,000.00 US) in the form of a certified or cashier’s check made payable to the U.S. General Services Administration.  The bidder, at its option, may be named as an alternative payee.  This will enable bidders whose bids are rejected to negotiate the instrument once it is returned.  Failure to provide the required bid deposit shall result in immediate rejection of the bid.  The bid deposit of the successful bidder shall be applied toward payment of the purchase price at time of closing.  Bid deposits accompanying bids which are not selected will be returned to bidders, without interest, within five (5) working days after award.  

b) Each bid must contain information regarding the method by which the bidder will post an acceptable letter of credit.  

c) If, after bid opening, bidder receives written notice that it has been identified as the prospective awardee that bidder shall have fifteen (15) business days to submit a letter of credit.  Such letter of credit must be in a form generally acceptable to the Government, and must be an irrevocable, standby letter from a financial institution or other equivalent third party.  

6) Additional Information

a) Upon request, the General Services Administration issuing office will provide additional copies of this Invitation for Bids and will answer requests for additional information concerning the property.  Such requests should be directed to Mr. Jack Burrows at (202) 708-7492.    

b) Each bid submitted shall be deemed to have been made with full knowledge of all terms, conditions, and requirements contained in this Invitation for Bids. 

c)  The failure of any bidder to inspect, or to be fully informed as to the condition of any or all portions of the property offered, or to perform necessary pre-purchase due diligence, will not constitute grounds for any claim or demand for adjustment or withdrawal of a bid after opening.  Bidders are advised to carefully evaluate the developable portion of the overall site.

7) Bids to be Opened at Specified Time

a) It shall be the duty of each bidder to see that its bid is delivered within the time and at the place prescribed in this Invitation for Bids.  All bids (including modifications) received before the time set for the opening of bids shall be kept secure.  The bids will remain in a locked box or safe.  No bid, modification, or withdrawal received after the time fixed in the Invitation for Bids for the opening of bids will be considered except as provided in paragraph 3, above.  At the time fixed for the opening of bids, their contents will be made public by announcement for the information of bidders and others properly interested who may be present either in person or by representative.

8) Waiver of Informalities or Irregularities

a) The government may, at its election, waive any minor informality or irregularity in bids received.

9) Acceptable Bid

a) The Government expects to convey the property described herein to the highest acceptable bid that reflects fair market value.  In no event will the government make award for less than fair market value.  Upon identifying any such bid, the Government will provide written notice of award to the appropriate bidder and direct the bidder to submit an acceptable letter of credit within fifteen (15) business days.  

b) The Government expects to provide written notice of award within sixty (60) calendar days.  The date of closing shall be within sixty (60) days of receipt of the notice of award, unless mutually agreed to by the parties.  

c) In the event two or more acceptable bids are received that are equal in price the award will be made by a drawing by lots limited to such equal bids. 

d) The Government reserves the right to reject all bids at any time prior to closing.  If all bids are rejected, the Government shall notify each bidder in writing that all bids have been rejected. 

10) Continuing Offers

a) Each bid received shall be available and remain open for acceptance for 120 calendar days after the bid opening.  This period can be extended by mutual agreement between the government and the bidder.  

11) Notice of Acceptance or Rejection

a) Notice by the Government of acceptance or rejection of a bid shall be deemed to have been sufficiently given when mailed to the bidder or its duly authorized representative at the address given in the bid documents. 

GENERAL TERMS OF SALE

1) Term “Invitation for Bids”

a) The term “Invitation for Bids” as used herein refers to the foregoing Invitation for Bids, the Instructions to Bidders, the General Terms of Sale, the Special Terms of Sale, Additional Information, and the Bid Form and Acceptance.  

2) Descriptions in Invitations for Bids

a) The descriptions of the property set forth in the Invitation for Bids and any other information provided therein with respect to said property are based on information available to the General Services Administration and are believed to be correct, but any error or omission, including but not limited to the omission of any information available to the agency having custody over the property and/or any other Federal agency, shall not constitute ground or reason for nonperformance of the contract of sale, or claim by the Purchaser for allowance, refund, or deduction from the purchase price.

3) Inspection

a) Bidders are invited and encouraged to physically inspect the property to be sold prior to the bid opening.  The failure of any bidder to inspect, or to be fully informed as to the condition of all or any portion of the property offered, will not constitute grounds for any claim or demand for adjustment or withdrawal of a bid after the bid opening.

4) Condition of Property

a) The property is offered for sale and will be sold “as is” and “where is” without representation, warranty, or guarantee as to quantity, quality, title, character, condition, size or kind, or that the same is in condition or fit to be used for the purpose for which intended, and no claim for any allowance or deduction upon such grounds will be considered after the bid opening.

5) Zoning

a) The property is currently zoned “M” by the District of Columbia.  The General Services Administration makes no representation as to permitted uses thereunder; compliance of the property for intended uses is the responsibility of the bidder. 

6) Terms

a) Payment in full shall be due on the closing date.  

7) Taxes

a) As of the date of assumption of possession of the property, or the date of conveyance, whichever occurs first, the successful bidder shall assume responsibility for all general and special real and personal property taxes which may have been or may be assessed on the property and to prorate sums paid, or due to be paid, by the government in lieu of taxes.

8) Risk of Loss

a) As of the date of assumption of possession of the property, or the date of conveyance, whichever occurs first, the successful bidder shall assume responsibility for care and handling and all risks of loss or damage to the property and shall have all obligations and liabilities of ownership.

9) Revocation of Bid and Default

a) In the event of revocation of a bid after the bid opening or in the event of default by the successful bidder the deposit, together with any payments made on account, may be forfeited at the option of the Government.  Without forfeiting the said deposit and payments, the Government may avail itself of any additional legal or equitable rights it may have under the bid or contract of sale. 

10) Government Liability

a) If an offer is accepted by the Government and the Government fails for any reason to perform its obligations as set forth herein, the Government shall promptly refund to Purchaser all amounts of money received from the Purchaser without interest, whereupon the Government shall have no further liability to the Purchaser.

11) Title Evidence

a) Any title evidence which may be desired by the successful bidder will be procured by the bidder at its sole cost and expense.  The Government will, however, cooperate with the successful bidder in this connection, and will permit examination of such deeds, abstracts, affidavits of title, judgments in condemnation proceedings, or other documents relating to the title of the premises and property involved as it may have available.  It is understood that the Government will not be obligated to pay for any expense incurred in connection with title matters or survey of the property.

12) Title

a) If a bid for the purchase of the property is accepted, the Government’s interest will be conveyed by a quitclaim deed and, if appropriate, a bill of sale without warranty.

13) Tender of Payment and Delivery of Instrument of Conveyance

a) On the closing date, the successful bidder shall tender the balance of the purchase price to the Government.  Upon such tender being made by the successful bidder, the Government shall deliver to the successful bidder the instrument or instruments of conveyance.  

14) Documentary Stamps and Cost of Recording

a) The successful bidder shall pay all taxes and fees imposed on this transaction and shall obtain at bidder’s own expense and affix to all instruments of conveyance and security documents such revenue and documentary stamps as may be required by Federal and local law.  All instruments of conveyance and security documents shall be placed on record in the manner prescribed by local recording statutes at the successful bidder’s expense.

15) Contract

a) The Invitation for Bids, and the bid when accepted by the Government, shall constitute an agreement for sale between the successful bidder and the Government.  Such agreement shall constitute the whole contract to be succeeded only by the formal instruments of transfer, unless modified in writing and signed by both parties.  No oral statements of representations made by, or on behalf of either party, shall be a part of such contract; nor shall the contract, or any interest therein, be transferred or assigned by the successful bidder without consent of the Government, and any assignment transaction without such consent shall be void.

16) Officials Not to Benefit

a) No member of or delegate to the Congress, or resident commissioner, shall be admitted to any share or part of the contract of sale or to any benefit that may arise therefrom, but this provision shall not be construed to extend to the contract of sale if made with a corporation for its general benefit.

17) Covenant Against Contingent Fees

a) The successful bidder warrants that he or she has not employed or retained any person or agency to solicit or secure this contract upon any agreement or understanding for commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee.  Breach of this warranty shall give the Government the right to annul the contract without liability or in its discretion to recover from the successful bidder the amount of such commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee in addition to the consideration herewith set forth.  This warranty shall not apply to commissions payable by the successful bidder upon the contract secured or made through bona fide established commercial agencies maintained by the successful bidder for the purpose of doing business. “Bona fide established commercial agencies” has been construed to include licensed real estate brokers engaged in the business generally.

SPECIAL TERMS OF SALE

1) Legal Authority:

a) This sale is being conducted pursuant to the provisions of the Balanced Budget Act of 1997, Public Law 105-33, Title IX, Sec. 9102 (111 Stat. 670-1).  

2) Historic Preservation

a) Union Station is listed on the National Register of Historic Places.  Any development, or construction, or undertaken by the Purchaser shall be done in compliance with the  guidelines set forth by the Secretary of the Interior pursuant to Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act of 1968, as amended.  

b) Any development of the property will be subject to the review and approval of the State Historic Preservation Officer for the District of Columbia.

c) These terms, conditions, restrictions, and limitations shall be covenants running with the land; the successful bidder covenants and agrees that the covenants and restrictions shall be inserted in the instrument of conveyance in the event the property is sold or otherwise disposed of in part or parcel by the successful bidder or its heirs, successors, or assigns.  

3) Easements and Encumbrances

a) The rights contained herein shall be subject to any rights, easements and encumbrances of record at the time of closing, as well as those contained in a Quitclaim Deed from the Passenger Railroad Company of America (Amtrak) to the General Services Administration dated December 29, 1997.  Under terms of that deed, the successful bidder will be responsible for performing all site preparation work in compliance with the terms of the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and liabilities Act (CRCLA), 42 U.S.C. 103.  A copy of that deed can be obtained by contacting Mr. Jack Burrows on (202) 708-7492. 

4) Appurtenant Easement to Air Rights 

a) The United States currently has a perpetual easement measuring 662 feet by 67 feet providing for the construction, maintenance, and operation of a parking facility and access ramps serving said facility.  The easement runs along the east side of Parcel #1 over a portion of the Station Place property, and is more specifically described in that certain correction Deed dated September 12, 1972, and recorded October 30, 1972, as Instrument No. 23788, in the Land Records of the District of Columbia.  The easement was acquired by the United States for use of its Federal Railroad Administration by a Deed dated June 29, 1988, from the Terminal Realty Baltimore Company and Terminal Realty Penn Company, grantors, recorded June 30, 1988, as Instrument No. 35480. 

b) The United States, the developers of Station Place, and the Union Station Redevelopment Corporation are presently in the final stages of discussions to modify the terms and conditions of the easement.  The parties have agreed in principle to, among other things: 

i) Reduce the width of the existing easement, extend the length of the easement to the H Street overpass, and provide a curb cut at the H Street overpass for additional access to the air rights site.

ii) Lower the plane from 80.0 feet (1929 Datum) to 70.0 feet (1929 Datum) where possible.

iii) Incorporate a specified number of column stubs in the proposed Station Place project to accommodate the construction of access ramps.  

iv) Eliminate use restrictions contained in the original easement.

c) Bidders are advised that the parties to these discussions expect to conclude their negotiations shortly and that an Easement and Air Rights Modification Agreement should be executed prior to the time of bid opening.  

d) The Government shall convey the easement as part of the property offered for sale.  Bidders are advised that if the Easement and Air Rights Modification Agreement is not executed by the date of conveyance of the air rights property offered for sale, the conveyance shall include the unmodified easement rights described in a), above.  

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

The items cited below are included for informational purposes and are not terms and conditions of the sale, nor will they be incorporated into any instrument of conveyance.  

1) Magnetic Levitation Train

The Maryland Transit Administration has expressed interest in the potential joint use of a portion of the air rights in conjunction with tracks and associated pedestrian space to connect Baltimore-Washington International Airport, the city of Baltimore, and Union Station as part of a magnetic levitation (MagLev) train system.  

2) Amtrak Improvement Plan

Bidders are advised that Union Station, including the canopies and supporting columns on the lower Level, has designated historic status on the National Register of Historic Places. Development of new overhead facilities must conform to applicable historic structure requirements and paragraph 2) of these Special Terms and conditions, above. 

The lower level of Union Station functions as an active inter-city and commuter railway station.  Current users include Amtrak, Virginia Railway Express (VRE), and Maryland Rail Commuter Service (MARC), operating both electric and diesel powered services to points along the Boston-Washington Northeast Corridor, to Chicago via Pittsburgh, and to numerous points throughout the south.  Union Station dispatches over 200 revenue trains each weekday.  Amtrak, VRE and MARC plan to increase service.  Commuter service has experienced double-digit growth during the past 10 years.  Amtrak has introduced high-speed electric service along the Northeast Corridor and is working closely with the states of Virginia and North Carolina to bring high-speed service to these states and other designated high-speed rail corridors throughout the southeast.  The planned expanded service and improved facilities are consistent with transport policy goals to reduce auto and air congestion and meet air quality standards.  

Station facility improvements to accommodate projected growth of railway services are under active consideration for the lower level of Union Station.  These improvements may include new high-level platforms, additional vertical passenger circulation, and the potential of a new concourse or waiting area over lower level tracks.  Such improvements can be considered as part of a joint development of the station levels and air rights.
