Notice is hereby given that the above identified real property has been determined to be surplus to the Government and is available for disposal.  It is located at 1491 N.W. Graham Road, Troutdale, Oregon and is adjoining the Troutdale Municipal Airport. The property consists of 6.43 acres of land and improvements. The property has a 66,451 square foot warehouse/laboratory, built in 1942, which is eligible for the national Register of Historic Places.  There is also separate modular office unit of 3,125 sq. ft installed in 1983. Paved and unpaved surface parking is available on site. The surplus property abuts the Troutdale Municipal Airport and FAA avigation height restrictions will apply to any new uses.
The property has no fencing or landscaping.  Non-friable asbestos containing material (ACM) is noted by the Corps in the vinyl floor tile, warehouse pipe lagging, and possible roofing material. The conveyance documents will contain restrictions relating to lead based paint and asbestos.  
Utilities are available to the site. Facilities do not meet handicap access standards. There are no aviation related facilities on site. Local zoning is “General Industrial” (G-I) with manufacturing, fabricating, accessory offices, repair shops, airport, and storage uses allowed
The Army Corps of Engineers is completing the environmental remediation of the property.  The Corps waiting for a final review of its actions from the Oregon Department of Environmental Quality and is anticipating that no further action required. 
The U.S. Department Housing and Urban Development (HUD) is currently reviewing the property to determined if the property is “suitable” to assist the homeless under terms of the Stewart B. McKinney Homeless Assistance Act (42 USC 11411), as amended.   If the property is found suitable then applications for homeless assistance use will be given priority.  
The property is surplus and available for the disposal pursuant to certain provision of the Federal property Act of 1949, as amended (40 U.S.C. 101 et seq.) and applicable regulations. The applicable regulations provide that the public agencies (non federal) shall be allowed a reasonable period of time to submit a formal application for surplus real property in which they may be interested. Disposal of this property may be made to public agencies for the public uses stated below whenever the government determines that the property is available for such uses and that disposal thereof is authorized by statute and application regulation.
